Report time again 

As was the case with the Mid Year reports last year the teachers  will be measuring your child‟s 

achievement against the National Standards „expectations‟, the way our school has interpreted 

them. The only exception to this is the small group of children in Room One who have not been at 

school long enough to measure in this way.  Instead those children will receive a pictorial 

summary of their first few weeks at school.  

 

A new addition to the report is a self assessment section where the children reflect on their 

own progress in regard to the Key Competencies that are an important element in the New 

Zealand Curriculum. These reflections may change as the children move through the year as well 

as across the years they are at school; but they should provide a useful insight to how the 

children themselves perceive their abilities in these key areas.  Each Key Competency area will 

be shaded in with the best match shown in the top line. 
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It is important to remember that the reports are an indication of progress to date this year  

and provide a great starting point to discuss any concerns you may have with your child‟s  

progress when you meet their teacher at the upcoming discussions next term.  Remember that  

at the discussions the teachers will also share more specific information regarding next  

steps in learning and also how you, as parents, can effectively assist your child‟s learning at  

home.
